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truth, Your word is truth,”

Key Verse: John 17: 17

Sconer or later, Christians will face the gquestions, "Why
dao you believe the Bible!”' or, “How can you be sure that
everything from Genesis to Revelation is true!” It would
be most helpful if we could answer those questions by
saying, "Here is the proof that God is the author of the
Bible,,.", That is not possible! God did not intend that
this would ever be the case! In the same way, it is
impossible to prove to a cynic that God created the
waorld, or that the Lord Jesus rose from the dead, or that
God has definitely forgiven our sins, God demands our
FAITH to accept that He rmade the world, that Christ rose
from the dead and se on, This is the only response that
He requires, (Note Hebrews 11: 8) When it comes to
accepting the Bible as the Word of Gad, the same applies.
We migst take God at Mis word, and accept, by faith, the
Bible in its entirety, as Mis Word!

Howeven, there are helpful facts, which enable us to
explain why we believe the Bible is God's Word, These
may alsc assist those who have problems in believing the
Bible.

1) THE BIBLE MAKES UNIQUE CLAIMS FOR ITSELF.
In the previous Studies on this topic, it was cxplained that
in the Old Testarment the phrase "Thus says the Lord" is
frequently used. (Amos 1: 3, 6§ & 9) The Lord Jesus
Himgelf, gave authority to the Old Testament by often
quoting from it. (Mark 7: 6, 7 & [0) A further testimony
of the Lord Jesus is given in the Key Yerse. We also
learned that Paul explained, on several occasions, that his
writings were given to him by the Lord. (I Thessalonians
4: 15) 3uch chims help us to be sure of the truth of the
Bible. Paul did write “Ged ... cannot lie ...". (Titus 1:2)
We know that God is true, therefore we have confidence
that the Bible is His Word and Is true!

2) THE BIBLE CONTAINS MANY PROPHECIES WHICH
HAYE COME TRUE.
The Bible is a remarkable book, because it frequently gives
us the words of prophets who record what God had told
them would happen in the future, Those prophecies were
proved to be completely aceurate when they were
fulfilled, often hundreds of years later The birth of the
Lord Jesus was prophesied by isaiah some 700 years
before He was born, (Isaioh 7: 14 & 9: 6) Micah even
prophesied the place of Mis birth, (Micah 5: 2) His life's
work was also explained by Isaiah, (Isaigh &1: 1 & 2} and
the same prophet gave graphic details of His death,

Rean: 1 Peter 1 22-25

{Isaiah 53) It is almost as though lsaiah had some special
knowledge of what was going to happen when the Lord
Jesus came, He did, for God had told him! i is a pood
exercise to read the Gospel of Matthew and note how
often Matthew finishes his account of an event by saying,
“Now all this was done that it might be fulfilled which
was spoken by the Lord through the prophet .. "
{Matthew [:22) The Bible has yet to be proven wrong in
its prophecies. Wa know it never will, It is the Ward of God!

3) THE BIBLE HAS STOOD THE TEST OF TIME.

Peter wrote, “The word of the LORD endures for ever”,
{1 Peter I: 25) The Lord Jesus also said, “Heaven and
carth will pass awoy, but My words will by no means
pass away”, (Matthew 24: 35} There have been times in
history, when it looked as though everything was being
done to completely destroy the Bible. For example, in
England, William Tyndale, who in the |6th century,
produced one of the first New Testaments in English, was
strangled and burned at the stake. He had tried to make the
Bible available to ordinary people. Massive bonfires were
tield o destroy Tyndale's New Testament, so that only two
copies remain today! In many other countries the Bible has
been banned, burned or even buried, Even teday, there are
many countries, where the Bible cannot be sold or read
publicly without the risk of imprisonment, How thankful
we should be that we tave the Bible today. God has
overruled, in that, whatever men or governments have
dune, the Bible has survived. It is still the world's best seller!

4) THE BIBLE'S IMPACT ON PEOPLE’S LIVES.

It is possible to reach a dead end when trying to convince
somebody else of the truth of Christianity, They seem to
have an answer for everything! Some have found that the
only way forward is to explain what the Lord has done for
them, and the change in their lives, This is something that
cannot be argued againgt, For example, the people of Berea,
tested out what Paul had said, by comparing it with the Qld
Testament Scriptures, (Read Acts 17: 10-12) in the same
way, our parsonal experience of what Christ has done for
us, and how His Word guides us each day, is proof of the
reliability and the relevance of the Bible In a Christian's lifs,

5) THE BIBLE 15 CONFIRMED BY ARCHAEOLOGY.

A leading Christian archaeologist has said that you cannot
prove the Bible by archaeological research, but archacology
confirms it In effect he was saying, archacological digs in the
Middle East have found many artifacts which fit in with the
Bible, and nothing significant which contradicts it!

Peter says, "Always be ready to give a defence to
everyone who asks you a reason for the hope that is in
you®.

@KEY Verse: John 1: 14
“And the Word became flesh
and dwelt among us, and we beheld His

glory, the glory as of the only begotten
of the Father, full of grace and truth.”

We have referred to the Bible as the ‘Living Word of God',
which iy exactly what it is, The word pictures which we
looked at in Srudy 3, all gave the idea of life and activity. A
dead book could not have the mpaet on people’s lives that
the Bible has had. It is important to know that we can also
consider the Lord Jesus Christ as the Word of God, “In the
beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God,
and the Word was God.” (John 1: 1} By considering the
Lord Jesus. we can learn much that can help us in
understanding the sighificance and importance of the Rible.

THE WORD (THE LORD JESUS) IS ETERNAL.

Some just think of the Lord Jesus as living about 33 years on
this earth. Mothing could be further from the truth, “He
was In the beginning with God.” (fohn 1: 2} From this
statement, we must think of the Lord fesus as being eternal,
having no beginning. Alse He has no end, “1 am He who
lives, and was dead, and behold, 1 am alive for
evermare.” (Revelation |: (8} Although the Bible came
from God to men, and sa had & beginning, it has no end -
just like the bord jesus! “But the word of the Lord
endures for ever® (I Peter 11 25)

THE WORD (THE LORD JESUS) SPOKE ONLY

GOD'S WORDS.

The Lord Jesus speaks for God. This 1s seen in John 3; 34,
"For He whom God has sent speaks the words of God.”
Aftor the Lord Jesus had completed the teaching, which we
refer to as the Sermon on the Mount, we are told, “And so
it was, when Jesus had ended these sayings, that the
people were astonished at His teaching, for He taught
them as one having authority, and not as the scribes™
{Matthew 7: 28 - 29) Every word that ¢came from His lips
eame with the authority of God, Read the claims He made
for Mis words in John 14: 24 & 17: 8. So the Word of God
is BOTH the Bible AND the Person of the Lord jesus.

THE WORD (THE LORD JESUS) FULFILLED
ALL GOD’S WORDS.

We have already learned that the Lord Jesus often quoted
from the Old Testament and showed that what He was
daing was a fulfilment of the words of many of the prophets,
For instance, “And He cast out the spirits with a word,

and healed all whe were sick, that it might be fulfilled
which was spoken by lsaiah the prophet, saying: "He
Himself took our infirmities and bore our sicknesses”.”
{Matthew 8: 1T} Later when He died on the cross, it is
recorded, “Jesus, knowing that all things were now
accomplished, that the Scripture might be fulfilled,
said, ‘I thirst! ", (John 19 28) This was followed by, “It is
fimished!”, In so saying the Lord [esus was announcing that
averything God had said would happen, had happened.
Maothing remained to be fulfilled! Clearly the Son of God
totally fulfilled the Word of Gad, What an example to us!
(See Study 2.)

THE WORD (THE LORD JESUS) MEETS
EVERYBODY’S NEEDS.

¥Ve have seen that when the Lord Jesus was being tempted
He quoted the words of the Old Testament, When tempted
concerning His hunger, the challenge was, “Commeand
that these stones become bread”. (Matthew 4: 3) His
answer was to quote the words of Deuteranomy, “Man
sholl not live by bread alone; but man lives by every
ward that proceeds from the mouth of the LORDY.
{Deuteronomy 8: 3} In His reply to Satan the Lord jesus
was making it ¢fear that beside needing physical food to
keep us alive, we also need spiritual food — the Word of
Geod. In a simifar way He showed that He Himself is the
Bread wha can spiritually feed those who belicve and
follow Him. “f am the bread of life. He who comes to
Me shall never hunger, and he who believes in Me shall
never thirst” {John 6: 35} He explained that just as God
had sent the manna from Heaven to feed the people of
Israel in the desert, so He had come down from Heaven as
the Bread of God, and this was to give "life to the world™.
{John 6:33)

It is only as we daily read the Bibte, and trust and follow the
Lord Jesus that we shalt be strong in our Christian lives.
When we fail to do this then our fives become spiritually
weak and we often fail,

THE BIBLE INFLUENCES U5 IN THE WAY WE LIVE.

In the Bible Reading, fames ceaches that it is important to read
the Bible In the right way and for the right reasons, Ye should
not just read It out of curesity, or with a desire w0 be
entertained, nor should we be like the wicked people of
Ezekiel's day of whom it was said: “So they come to you os
people do, they sit before you as My people, and they
hear your words, but they do not do them . . .". (Ezekiel
33:31) We must read the Bible with a desire to know how
we ought to live. It is so casy to think that because we read
the Bible, pray, go to 2 Church fellowship, and mix with ather
Christians, that our lives are bound to be all right, James says
no! In verse |9 he speaks about the danger of geeting angry,
and in verse 21, the possibility of “filthiness and
overflowing  wickedness”,  James' answer is to humbly
accept the Ward planted in s, Me is saying that when the
Word of God it planted in us (through reading and
medigation), then we ¢an be strong and resist the evil
influences of Satan, the world, and our own sinful flesh, Na
wonder Christians who neglect God’s Word struggle to
maintain holingss In their daily lives,

fjames fikens the Bible to 4 mirror, (Jomes 1: 23-25) When we
loak at ourselves in a mirrer, and discover that we have a dirty
mark an our face, we wash it off, That i, we compare what
wa [ook (ke with what we ought to ook like, and if anything
i5 wrong, we do sornething about it, James is teaching that, if
by looking carefully into the Scriptures, we discover that we
are not fiving In a way that pleases God, we should not ignore
i, bue we should take steps to correct it.

The Bible

Study 2. Why Obey the Bible?

Rean: James 1 19-25

The Bible Reading contrasts two men. The first man takes a
hasty and careless glance inte the mirror instead of noting
the blemishes on his face, he goes away, quickly forgetting
what he has scen, and so allows things to remain as they were
before. This foolish man 1s fike the man who reads the Bible,
but does not practise what he learns,

The second man does not merely glance at God's Ward, but
gazes with concentrated attention, He carefully weighs up
what he sees therc, Unkike the first man, he does not forget
what he reads, He does what it says! (See Psalin 119: %)

THE BIBLE BRINGS US INTO GOD'S BLESSING.

God's Word is cafled by James “the perfect law of liberty®.
It is His Jaw, because it is given by the Supreme Ruler of the
universe and carries the full force of a divine command. To
the Christian, however, Gods “commondments are not
burdensome™ (I John 5:3) They bring liberty and freedom.
To ohey God's Word is to be free from the bondage or
stavery of sin, People who are not Christians may think that
they are free, but the Bible describes them as in slavery to
sin, The Lord Jesus told pecple, "Mast assuredly, | say to
you, whoever commits sin is o tlave of sin”. (John 8:34 -
36} When people live as they please, rather than as God
requires, they give in to sin and to Satan. Obedience to the
Word of God always brings true liberty and freedom.

The Christian should not be a‘hearer who forgets but a doer
who acts’. The person who anly hears the Word of God and
does not practise it is all ears « he has no hands or feet!

James tells us to persevere in the attentive reading and
practising of God's Word, Jesus told the Jews who claimed to
belleve Him, “If you abide in My word, you are My
disclples indeed, And you shall know the truth, and the
truth shall make you free”, {fohn 8: 31.32)

The Bible Reading concludes by telling us that we are blessed
{or happy} in 'doing’ God's will. As Christians we find great
pleasure in reading the Bible, but James reminds ug that true
happiness comes in obeying i,

Somebody once said that the Bible is like a big pleture book,
yet the vast majority of Bibles do not have pletures! This
means that the Bible may use ‘word pictures’ to explain the
meaning of a particular truth. For example, the Lord Jesus
spoke of the reason for His death in a particular way. “f am
the guod shepherd. The good shepherd gives His life for
the sheep.” (John 10: 1) This word picture helps us to
understand why the Lord Jesus died and for whom., Similarly,
parables present a very powerful picture to explain a truth,
For instance, the parable of the Good Samaritan lllusteates
50 clearly that we should love cur neighbour whoever he
may be,

The Bible uses word pictures to describe its own
importance. in this Study we fook at five of them.

LLLIGHT
The Bible often uses the word picture of N
darkness ta show what we are really like naturally, ¥
Pater wrote that our salvation is like being “called ...
out of darkness into His marvellous light".

{I Peter 2: 3) If we are in darkness, we need to
find a way inte the light. Psalm 119: 130 has the answer,
“The entrance of Your words gives light; it pives
understonding to the simple™, Even as Christians we can
still struggle to find our way in this world, which is morally
and spiritvally dark, Psafm 119: 105 is the answer to that,
“Your word is a lamp to my feet and a light to my poth.”
Without the Bible, we cannot find our way to the Lord
fesus, or find God's way for our lives.

2. WATER

When we first believed the Gospel, we were “washed . .,
from our sins . . > (Revelation 1: 5} In God's sight we are
clean for ever, Yet we stll have our sinful nature and each
day we sin and need cleansing. John says, “If we confess our
sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sing and to
cleanse us from all unrighteousness™. (I john 1:9) If we
confess our sins daily, then each day He will forgive and
cleanse us. How may this happen? The Lord Jesus gives

us a cluein fohn 15:3. “You are already clean
because of the word which | have spoken to

you Just as ordinary water is necessary for

washing our bodies before school or work, so His g« 5
Word is essential for our spiritual cleantiness,

ReaD: Mark 4: 1-9

1. SWORD

One of the Christian’s greatest challenges is his
battle with Satan. Just as the Lord jJesus faced
the attacks of Satan, so do we! Paul uses a very
helpful word picture  to  illustrate this in
Ephesians é: 10=17. He describes the Christian's
armour in six parts, and he concludes by saying
“take ... the sword of the Spirit, which is the
word of God™. (Verse 17} This is the weapon we
use to attack the temptations we face from the evil
one. Remember how the Lord Jesus victoriously
overcame  Satan by wiclding the “sword of the
Spirit”, (Matthew 4: 1-11} In His temptation, He
answered Satan's attacks three times by saying, “It is
written™, The Bible was "the sword" by which He
defeated Satan. Mote also Hebrews 4: 12 which uses the
same word picture, Memorizing Bible verses is essential!

4. SEED

We call one of the Lord jesus' great parables, 'The Parable
of the Sower'. (Mark 4: 1-9) In it He illustrated
the preaching of His message by likening it to the
seattering of seed, as farmers used to do. When
He explained the parable to the disciples, (Mark
4: 13-20) He said, “The sower sows the word"™,
The sower's seed fell on four types of ground ﬁ
which represent the four responses to theel 1L
preaching of God's Word. The first three types of soil
produced no fruit, but the fourth represented people whe
received and benefited from the Word of God, “But these
are the ones sown on paod ground, those whoe hear the
word, aceept it, and bear fruit” (Mark 4: 20) So it is
when we read the Bible regularly, accept its message and
apply it to our hearts. In so doing, we produce spiritual feuit
in our lives for the glory of God.

5. HAMMER

Jeremiah was a prophet whe lived at a time
when God's people did not listen 1o the
Ward of God which he brought to them, /
However, Jeremiah  faithfully kept on 2
bringing the same massage titne and time

again. It is not surprising that he uses the

word picture of a hammer because it was the steady,
regular blows of the Word of God which eventually began
to achieve some results. “Is not My word like a fire? says
the LORD, and like @ hammer that breaks the rock in
pieces™ (leremiah 13: 1%)

YYe have discovered that the living Word of Ged can
accomplish a variety of purposes in our lives, (s the daily
reading and application of the Word of God having an effect
on your life!
