These promises will eventually all come true in the Lord Jesus.

Suggest a reason for thinking that the journey (about 70 miles) would have been difficult for Mary.

We must never forget that behind all these events was a power greater
than that of Caesar. God, Himself, was in full control of everything, as the
great moment for the entry of the Son of God into the world drew near.

Hundreds of years before, God had made known, through His prophet
Micah, that the Saviour would be born in Bethlehem.

Find Micah 5: 2 and write it out.

Caesar Augustus, in far off Rome, had no understanding of how God was using his decree to bring 
about the birth of the Lord Jesus at Bethlehem, just as God had determined.  Not only was the 
Saviour born in the right place, but also at the right time.  God had arranged world events so as to
make the timing for the birth of the Saviour just right!

Write out what Galatians 4: 4 says about this point.

The Bible Reading records very simply and directly what happened at Bethlehem.

Read verses 6 and 7 again, and then write out the Key Verse UNDERLINING the words
which show why He was laid in the manger.

The Son of God came down from Heaven, became truly human
and died for our sins.  Today He is able and willing to save all who will trust Him.  Let each of us
make sure that we have ‘room’ for Him.

2. The importance of HEEDING what we hear.
The shepherds acted upon what they had heard.
