Gospels

Each year, the Jews celebrated their release from slavery in Egypt by a festival called the
Passover.  It was while the Lord Jesus and His disciples were celebrating this festival that He
introduced the ‘Lord’s Supper’.  (This is also known as Communion or the Breaking of Bread.)
He used bread as a symbol of His body given for them, and a cup of wine to represent His
blood, which was shed for them. (See Luke 22: 13-20.)  
In John 13: 1-3 we read of three things that Jesus knew.  Write them out.

When the supper was over, the Lord Jesus got up from the table and began to do an amazing
thing.  When they had arrived at the house, no servant had been assigned to wash their feet.
The Lord Jesus took upon Himself this humble task!  Not one of the disciples, including Peter,
had considered washing their Master’s feet. They were about to learn an important lesson.

Jesus then told Peter that if he was not ‘washed’, he could have no part with Him. On hearing this, 
Peter wanted to have more than his feet washed!

In this simple act of kindness, the Lord Jesus was teaching Peter and the other disciples, the 
importance of being humble and ready to serve each other. It was a hard lesson for them to learn!

If we are to remain loyal to
the Lord Jesus Christ, we must obey the teaching of 1 Peter 1: 13-16.

Following Peter’s denial of his Lord, we may wonder
how much of the trial and crucifixion of the Lord Jesus
he saw.
