Then one day, God told Elijah to go back to
King Ahab. The king at once accused Elijah of
being the cause of all the trouble.

You have broken God’s laws,
and have worshipped the heathen god, Baal,
who is really no god at all!”

Elijah decided that the time had come to show that
the Lord is the one true God. He told the king to
come with the prophets of Baal to Mount Carmel.
